ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION: The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept
bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with
variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.

PRICES: Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity
specified (feet, each, Ibs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be
firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date. In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern. Discounts from bid price will not be considered
in making awards.

SAMPLES, LITERATURE, DEMONSTRATIONS: Samples and technical literature must be provided free of any charge within 14 days of AHTD request, and
free demonstrations within 30 days, unless AHTD extends time. Failure to provide as requested within this period may cause bid to be rejected. Samples,
literature and demonstrations must be substantially the same as the item(s) being bid, unless otherwise agreed to by AHTD. Samples that are not destroyed
will be returned upon request at bidders expense. Samples from successful bidders may be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.

GUARANTY: Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly
manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance
with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.

BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY: Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default. Vendor must give written notice
to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date. The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear
valid. If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.

DEFAULT: All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery. Default in promised delivery or failure to meet
specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full
increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.

SPECIAL PROVISION

Maintenance Staining

DESCRIPTION: This item shall consist of removing the existing stain from all
the exterior logs and wood surfaces and applying a complete coat of stain to all of
the exterior logs and wood surfaces of the Welcome Center building, the
maintenance building, the vending kiosk, the picnic pavilions, trash receivers and
benches located at the Texarkana Welcome Center. These exterior surfaces to be
stained include all exposed wood on the underside of all covered areas, posts,
beams etc on these buildings. Removal of the stain shall be by a method, power
washing, sanding or approved chemical methods, that produces the desired results
in accordance with the stain manufacturers recommendations and approved by the
Department. After stain has been removed existing exterior surfaces shall be
prepared for new stain in accordance with the stain manufacturers
recommendations and properly sealed (caulked, etc.).

GENERAL: The attention of the bidder is directed to the necessity for careful
examination of the entire site to determine, at the time of bid preparation, the full
extent of the work to be accomplished.

MATERIALS: Stain will be WOODguard Wood Preservative, “Honey 2000”.

CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS:

REMOVAL AND CLEANING - Prior to applying stain, the ex1stmg stain product
on the buildings shall be removed and all surfaces to be stained will be thoroughly
cleaned. The removal of the existing stain product and the cleaning shall be done
in accordance with the stain manufacturers recommendations and approved by the
Department. The Contractor shall use extreme caution during the removal,
cleaning and staining processes to avoid any damage to the buildings and grounds
of the welcome center complex. Any damage to the existing sealants and/or any
missing sealants shall be repaired/replaced prior to staining as approved by the
Department. Any damage shall be corrected by cleaning, repairing or replacing,
and repainting, as acceptable to the Department. Schedule cleaning and staining so
that dust and other contaminants from the cleaning process will not fall on the wet
